List of Procedures

· Fill out the Study abroad application for Stellenbosch University listed under the Kennesaw State University, Global experience link.  This must be completed a minimum of six months prior to the starting date of the study abroad program. To continue with your application you must first receive acceptance from Kennesaw State which could take anywhere near 4- 6 weeks. 

· The next step in the application would be to complete Stellenbosch University’s application form for exchange students. In order to complete the application for Stellenbosch you must have a copy of your Kennesaw State University transcript, a signed agreement of applicant, and a signed agreement of parent. The KSU transcript can be requested through OWL EXPRESS. Confirmation into the program could also take up to 4-6 weeks. Stellenbosch will set the application deadline, and it is extremely important to pay attention to this date. 
· Once applicants have received confirmation of acceptance from Stellenbosch University the next step is to choose their courses. It is important to note that NO ACCOUNTING COURSES and majority of BUSINESS courses are NOT offered to exchange students. Due to this applicants need a minimum of 2 weeks to complete the Credit Approval form required by Kennesaw State. This form requires the signature of the applicant’s advisor, department chair, and the education abroad office. After the Credit Approval form has been completed it must be sent to the registrar and financial aid by the education abroad office. Also the applicant must email their course choices to Stellenbosch University in order to complete their applications. Once the courses choices have been sent to Stellenbosch applicants will receive a student I.D. number. Courses link:

· The next step is to begin the process of obtaining a study visa. Listed below are the requirements for foreigners intending to study in South Africa and obtain a study visa. 
· A duly completed application form (BI-1738). Embassy website: http://www.southafrica-newyork.net/homeaffairs/index.htm 
· Passport valid for no less than 30 days upon completion of study. 
· Two passport photos. 
· Copy of birth certificate. 
· Roundtrip flight itinerary. 
· Medical report (Physical).
· Radiological report (chest x-ray) or skin TB test. 
· Medical insurance to cover applicant during stay in South Africa. 
· A repatriation deposit of $1,000.00 in case of all applicants studying in South Africa for a year or more. 
· An official letter from the institution confirming provisional acceptance and duration of the course. 
· An official letter of provisional enrolment from the institution of learning concerned in the United States. 
· Proof of financial means in the form of bank statement or notarized letter from the parents stating the financial responsibility. 
· State police clearance certificate (criminal background check) in respect all applicants 18 years of age or older, in respect of all previous countries of residence for period exceeding one year. 
· A vaccination certificate if an applicant is passing through yellow fever belt area before entering or during stay in South Africa. 
· In case of a minor, a notarized letter of consent from the parents. 
· Proof of US status, in case of applicants who are not US citizens e.g. 1-20 for F1 visa holders, greencard, etc. 
· The above listed requirements involve appointments with both physicians and government businesses in order to obtain a background check.  Due to this applicants wishing to take part in a study abroad for an entire semester or a year need a minimum of three months to complete the required visa paperwork. The visa alone takes ten business days to process, and must be mailed to Washington D.C. 
· Lastly is insurance. This takes the least amount of time to process but must be completed in order to receive a visa, so it is important to keep in mind.
